You need only to make the choice, “Lord, as long as | am alive, |
will live for you and others. Help me not waste or wallow in my life.” The Apostle said it this way, “If | am to go on
living in the body, this will mean fruitful labor for me.” Once choosing this mindset, your life takes on deeper meaning.
Obstacles in life become hurdles on the way to the finish line instead of dead-end streets. When you realize what God has
called you to, your convictions fashion your attitude.

Every one of the missionaries we support represent a great need in the world to know the love
and salvation that Jesus offers, and is worthy of our help, both through our prayers and our
finances. Each cause has such a tug on our hearts that it is truly difficult to choose where God
would have us make our faith promises.

While all the pledges are not yet in, we have raised an impressive amount for Pastor Babu’s
ministry. To date, we have nearly $1,100 a month in pledges for Babu and /or sponsorship of the
orphans, widows and pastors under his care and leadership.

Unfortunately, it seems that the outpouring of support for Pastor Babu has come at the expense of
some of our other missionaries. All of our other missionaries are experiencing a decrease in
monthly giving; however the McKims, Erickson’s, and Sweetens support levels have fallen
drastically. This is of great concern, especially with the McKims and the Sweetens. We would
pray that this is simply a matter of people delaying their faith promise to those missionaries.

On a brighter note, we met and exceeded our goal to double the number of families who
participate in our missions program. This is a wonderful blessing not only to the missionaries
that we support, but I am sure that those families will find that they will be blessed in their
giving.
